1. February 9, 2000 — Steve
Schneider; 48; machine operator; 28
years seniority; John Deere Dubuque
Works, Dubuque, Iowa; Local 94; Re-
gion 4. He was
crushed between the head of a drilling
fixture and the frame of the adjacent sta-
tion on an engine block transfer line.

2.February 24, 2000 —Daniel
Schonmeier; 58; electrician (S/T); 18
years seniority; General Motors
Saginaw Metal Casting Operations,
Saginaw, Mich.; Local 668; Region 1D.
He was pinned between the back of a
sand distribution car and the sand hop-
per while replacing reflective tape on the
board at the sand dump.

3. February 27, 2000 —James
Hunt; 53; truck driver; 34 years senior-
ity; Ford Lorain Assembly, Lorain,
Ohio; Local 425; Region 2. Hunt had
pulled off a highway to provide assis-
tance at an accident scene. He and a local
police officer were injured when a
pickup truck sped through the accident
scene.

4. April 14, 2000 — William
Marsh; 51; crane operator; 14 months
seniority; Bing Steel, Melvindale, Mich.;
Local 155; Region 1. He was crushed by
steel coils as he was preparing coils for
cutting.

5. April 19, 2000 —Gwendolyn
Blackwell; 35; checker; 12 years senior-
ity; DaimlerChrysler Twinsburg
Stamping, Twinsburg, Ohio; Local
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122; Region 2. A fork truck was push-
ing two sets of baskets and two sets of
boxes up a ramp and into the building.
The lead set of boxes struck a rack, caus-
ing Blackwell to be crushed against an-
other fork truck. She was checking

bar code labels on boxes in the aisle
when the incident occurred.

6. May 17, 2000 — Lazaro
Fuentes; 50; machine repair (S/T); 12
years seniority; DaimlerChrysler Jeep
Assembly Plant, Toledo, Ohio; Local
12; Region 2B. Fuentes another ma-
chine repairman were replacing an air
valve on a robot spot welder on the side
body line. Fuentes walked across the line
to get the replacement valve from an-
other skilled tradesman, and as he was
walking back, the transfer rails returned
crushing him.

7.July 31, 2000 — James R. San-
son; 56; heat treat operator, Produc-
tion; 31 years seniority; Fairfield Manu-
facturing, Lafayette, Ind.; Local 2317;
Region 3. Sanson and another heat treat

operator were moving a punch press with a powered
hand truck. Sanson was on the operator side of the
press, and the other employee was operating the pow-
ered hand truck facing the opposite side of the press.
The press tipped and fell onto Sanson as it was being
positioned in front of the press platform.

8. September 13, 2000 —Janis Ruston; 53;

stacker, Production; seven years seniority; Unique
Fabricating, Inc., Rochester Hills, Mich.; Loeal
9699; Region 1.
Ruston died of crushing injuries when she was caught
between the platens of a clam shell press. She was ap-
parently removing debris when the operator cycled the
press.

9. September 17, 2000 —Barry Gerber; 52;
forklift operator; two months seniority; Americold
Logistics, Nesquehoning, Pa.; Local 677, Region 9.
Gerber was pinned between the forklift he was op-
erating and shelves in a frozen food warehouse.

(S/T); 29 years seniority;
Visteon Corp., Sterling Axle
Plant, Sterling Heights,

Mich.; Local 228; Region
1. He was crushed while in-
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WORKERS stalling a pneumatic cylinder
MEMORIAL on a parts loading station of
DAY an automatic machining line.

Maintenance activity initiated

the loader cycle while Green

was between the conveyor
and the automatic gantry loader.

11. September 19, 2000 —Dwayne
Smith; 42; production material handling, one month
seniority; Sennett Steel Corp., Madison Heights,
Mich.; Local 417; Region
1. Smith was crushed by rolls of steel in a staging
area.

12. October 13, 2000 —Kenneth
Hudgens; 54; millwright (S/); 12 years seniority;
Visteon Nashville Glass; Nashville, Tenn.; Local
737; Region 8. Hudgens was crushed as he was
performing preventative maintenance work when
the machine was cycled inadvertently.

13 October 18, 2000 —Bishop Jen-
Kkins; 42; facility technician; nine months seniority;
New Haven Foundry; New Haven, Mich.; Local

429; Region 1.

Jenkins was moving four racks with a fork truck that
had the overhead guard removed. The racks snagged
an overhead guide wire for a phone line causing the
top rack to fall back and crush him.

“President Bush is proposing the most anti-
working family budget in recent history,” AFL-CIO said o €3 ’
following-President’s national televised speech announc- 3
ing budget plan.

Federation |
also warned that Bush was “laying the foundation to pri-
vatize Social Security, putting our nation’s most important family protection pro-
gram at risk.” Labor said schools are in disrepair, millions of Americans lack
health insurance and more than one-third of all seniors do not have prescription
drug insurance. ““We have the opportunity to fix these problems, and still have
room for a fair, responsible tax cut,” AFL-CIO said. But his plan leaves “nothing to
meet today’s needs.”

Federation President John Sweeney said he was “appalled and outraged at
President Bush’s decision to issue four mean-spirited, anti-worker executive orders
sought by his corporate contributors and by right-wing ideologues." Bush reversed
four executive orders issued by President Clinton dealing with labor rights and
worker protections. Action came just 48 hours after Secretary of Labor Elaine
Chaos promised to work with and discuss issues with union leadership. “This vio-
lates the President’s own public pledges to consult widely, promote civility and
‘change the tone’ in Washington. His action appears to be pure retribution for the
growing voice of working men and women in our nation’s political life,” Sweeney
said.

Chinese office products manufacturer Feb. 28 pleaded guilty in U.S. District Court
in Trenton N. J. to illegally importing into U.S. metal binder clips assembled by Chinese
prison inmates. U.S. Customs Service, and U.S. attorney’s office in New Jersey an-
nounced according to Customs Service, this is the first time a Chinese company has been
convicted here, in a prison labor case. “One can only imagine
the conditions under which a prisoner would be forced to turn
out thousands of binder clips,” U.S. Attorney Robert J. Cleary
said. Company admitted that it imported at least 134 million
binder clips that were assembled by more than 60 prisoners
from Nanjing prison, most of whom had been imprisoned for
prostitution.

It is once again the time of year when severe weather may be-
come reality. Emergency Action Plans are covered under OSHA
standard 29 CFR 1910.38. Under that standard, Emergency Action
Plans are necessary only if they are required by another OSHA stan-
dard such as Process Safety Management or Hazardous Waste Op-
erations and Emergency Response ( HAZWOPER ). While an Emer-
gency Action Plan may not be required at a facility, it is recom-
mended that all facilities have one. An Emergency Action Plan
should address emergencies that may reasonably be expected in the
workplace such as fire, toxic chemical releases, hurricanes, torna-
does, blizzards, floods, bomb threats, and workplace violence. Provi-
sions of the plan should include the following elements.

Posted Emergency escape
routes ( preferably color
coded floor plan of the facil-
ity ), ask your supervisor
where yours is located or
what the recommended
route is.

Awareness training for
employees, workers need to
know what is expected of
them during certain types of
emergencies. Some situa-
tions might require a total plant evacuation while others may only re-
quire a partial evacuation of nonessential employees with a delayed
evacuation of others for continued plant operation. In other cases
only those in an immediate area may be required to evacuate. It is
not the intention of the Findlay plant to evacuate in periods of severe
weather/ unless otherwise announced.

Method for alerting employees of the emergency. Our facility uses
an alarm (beeping ), not to be confused with the siren which is used
to indicate fire.
