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Everyone’s lives have been touched in one way or the other by the trag-
edy that occurred to the people of this great nation on Sept. 11, 2001.

For me it was a little to close for comfort, for as I sat in the third day of
an intense labor history class at Linden Hall, PA. the fourth terrorist hi-
jacked plane crashed to the ground less
than thirty air miles away in Somerset
County. For the next few hours we
were without any type of communica-
tion to the outside world (not even cell
phones were operable) and the class-
room became ten times more intense
than before. The instructors thought it
best that we continue the current cur-
riculum on labor law and history and to
stay focused on why we were in that
classroom to begin with, and that was
to educate ourselves in our past, pre-
sent, and future struggles for democ-
racy for organized labor.

Not to take away from the severity of
such a brutal tragedy, but it dawned on

The following report is on the events that took place at the Biennial District 1 Conference
which was recently held in Columbus, Ohio. In attendance representing Local 207L were E-
Board Members Ron Rettig, Rod Nelson, Bob Brumbaugh and Local President Frank Cline.

On the first day of the Conference we were addressed by guest speakers who included the
Mayor of Columbus, the Governor of Ohio and the President of USWA International. All of these
speakers touched on the tragedy of Sept. 11 and what was being accomplished at their level to
help in the rescue efforts. They also spoke on legislation currently in the House and Senate, such
as H.R. 808, which is focused on protecting the steel industry here in Ohio and the U.S. Leo
Gerard, USWA Int’l President, spoke on the importance of labor legislation needed to be passed
to protect all industry and all manufacturing jobs here in the U.S. To date we have lost over
1,000,000 American jobs this year, 140,000
of these being steelworker jobs in all facets
of industry including our tire industry.

Next, various resolutions of importance
such as the continual strife for labor laws
and electing labor-oriented politicians to
organizing to civil rights were read and
passed. The Women of Steel reported on
their efforts raising money to harbor Union
Activists in Columbia, South America, a
country where unionists and teachers are
assassinated for their efforts to organize
and fight for the workers of that region.
Elections were then held for various Committees and Frank was elected to the By-Laws and
Rules Committee. Bob ran for the Sports and Recreation Committee against 5 other candidates,
and though he did not win, he made a very respectable showing for our Local.

Jim English, the USWA Int’l Secretary/Treasurer addressed the Conference on the last day and
discussed the financial status of the Union. He explained how the 4% from the general fund was
diverted into the strike and defense fund because of all the strikes and lockouts since the previous
year to date. He also stated that even though we are stable, we have felt the impact as a whole be-
cause of the tremendous job loss due to “piss poor” laws such as NAFTA, WTO, PTNR and the
current FAST TRACK that Bush is trying to pass. A collection was also taken up for the
“RELIEF FUND” for the families of the victims of the terrorist attack and at that time only 2 Lo-
cals stepped up to the microphone for donations, locked out from AK Steel Local 169 from Mans-
field who donated $577 and our Local which you people have generously donated $2,000. They

gave all of you a fantastic applause and we were proud of this Locals’ ability to respond in time of
need.

Lastly, Donny Blatt, Dist. 1 Rapid Response Coordinator, spoke on the importance of the program |
and the difference it makes when we write letters, sign petitions and call our political representa-
tives on key issues that effect our jobs and lives. Once again Local 207L was commended on our ef-
forts put forth in Rapid Response, especially our ability to quickly respond to House and Senate bills !
with not only letters and petitions, bot participation in rallies and political events. Once again we
were proud of the efforts all of YOU have put forth.

In closing we were told, in light of the terrorist attacks, to stay wary of our Government that they
may try to pass legislation and laws in this country and use the current situation as a “smoke
screen” to get them passed and that some of these laws might adversely affect us down the road.
They reminded us that although thousands of lives lost because of terrorists attacks was a terrible
thing, it is just as terrible that millions of livelihoods have been lost because of jobs lost due to
“FREE TRADE”!

Workplace First Aid

The first few minutes are important for the survival of any accident victim. If
you can provide prompt and proper first aid while waiting for medical assistance to arrive, you
greatly increase your co-worker’s chance for a complete recovery.

When you come across an accident, first ensure your own safety. Look, lis-
ten and smell for signs of danger. Never endanger yourself to assist another person. That includes
never entering a confined space to rescue a co-worker unless you use company authorized procedures.
Do not allow yourself to be exposed to blood or other bodily fluids because of the danger of blood-
borne diseases such as HIV and Hepatitis B. Act quickly and calmly, even if all you can do is call for
medical assistance and stay with the victim to reassure him.

Here are some basic first-aid safety tips for common workplace injuries:

- Be prepared to treat every accident victim
for shock because it can be a life threatening
condition. Look for symptoms such as pale,
